Anna-Lena Perenthaler began playing the cello at the age of five and had her first formative lessons with Susanne Bohn-Schultze in Cologne. Even at an early age, she discovered the orchestral playing and worked with various chamber music groups, both in the field of contemporary, as well as in early music.
In 2004 she began her studies with Prof. Maria Kliegel, that she continued after the intermediate examination in Stuttgart with Jean-Guihen Queyras. After two intensive years of studying, Anna-Lena changed to the Musikhochschule Lübeck. There she studied with  Prof. Troels Svane and graduated in February 2011 with the highest rating.

Besides her studies, Anna-Lena performed as a soloist with renowned orchestras such as the Gürzenichorchester Cologne, the Philharmonie Süd-Westfalen and the Kammerorchester Bodensee-Oberschwaben.

She was semi-finalist at the Deutscher Musikwettbewerb and in the international competition „Ton und Wort“.

In several masterclasses she gathered further important musical experiences with David Geringas, Wolfgang Emmanuel Schmidt, Christoph Richter, Thomas Brandis and Alvaro Palmen.
The exploration of contemporary music was always an important part of her artistic development, for example in a master class of the Arditti Quartet and the participation in Heidelberger Atelier at the „Heidelberg Frühling“. „Perempuan“ written by Donny Karsadi and „Song without words“ by Christian Alexander Fritz for solo cello are dedicated to Anna-Lena.

At the end of her studies Anna-Lena moved to Berlin, where she worked at the Konzerthausorchester Berlin and the NDR-Sinfonieorchester Hamburg. There she met conductors such as Semyon Bychkov, Michael Sanderling, Christoph Eschenbach and Thomas Hengelbrock.

At the same time she began her freelance work and was a guest at Ensemble Resonance and the Decoder-Ensemble. She regular works with the Deutsche Kammerphilharmonie Bremen and since January 2012 she is a member of the Balthasar-Neumann Ensemble, directed by Thomas Hengelbrock.

This ensemble works science-based  and plays on period instruments. Inspired by these, Anna-Lena began a postgraduate study with Kristin von der Goltz at the Frankfurter Musikhochschule. Since October 2013 she focuses her studies on Baroque cello, it’s historical interpretation and scientific research.
In August 2014 Anna-Lena won the first prize as well as the Audience-Award at the International Music Competition "Musica Antiqua" in Bruges.
